Connect: Describe the development of preschoolers’ memory, theory of mind, executive
function, and literacy and mathematical understanding that is consistent with Vygotsky’s
sociocultural theory.

Vygotsky had two developmental stages proximal and thinking and speech for literacy
learning. For preschoolers the part of thinking was thought to be something they did out loud
until they evolved the inner thinking patterns as they learned new information. The development
of these are independent to the child and how the process new information. This will develop
immensely with parent’s guidance and the socialization with adults in a learning capacity.

Apply: Lena wonders why her 4-year-old son Gregor’s teacher provides extensive
playtime in learning centers during each preschool day. Explain to Lena how adult-supported
play can promote literacy and math skills essential for academic success.

When using play for early development it allows the children to use peer activities for
recognition. The teachers usually use structured activities that repeat for repetition to help them
understand and hear the information more than once. Repetition is more likely to create
understanding. The numbers they use in activities even if it is counting and visualization will
