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It increases and enforces the privacy and security of electronical transmission and health 

information.
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Insurance companies cannot drop a patient if the patient gets sick or fills out their insurance 

paperwork incorrectly

Preexisting conditions and gender discrimination were eliminated and cannot be charged more 

based on their health or gender

Young adults can remain on parent’s plans until 26

Health insurance marketplace was created where low-middle income families can compare 

plans and lower their insurance costs

Medicaid coverage was expanded to 15.9 million Americans who qualified.
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This is when health information can be given to someone of the law, including law enforcement.
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NPP- a document that tells patients how their health information will be used and shared and 

lists their privacy rights

Covered Entities- Health Plans, healthcare clearing houses, and healthcare providers.

PHI- any information that can be used to identify a patient

Covered transaction- exchange of two electronic information’s between two covered entities for

financial or administrative reasons.

States preemptions of hipaas regulations-exemptions made by each state that override the 

federal law

Minimum necessary standard- requires practices to be held to a certain level protection for the 

healthcare information

TPO- Treatment, payments, operations.  Some instances a practice can retain health information

without a release of information.

33. It is when a patient’s health information needs to be available to authorized users but not 

improperly used.  Administrative., physical and technical.
