S: Patient presents today with complaints of strong urine odor accompanied with a darker than 
normal color for the past 8 days. Patient requests SBE education due to concerns that she is not
performing the procedure adequately at home. Patient also states that she has felt a constant 
ache in her left leg, around her knee, especially when she is out for her morning walk, for the 
past 4 days. 

O: Per provider order: obtained vitals (see vitals tab), educated patient on performing a CCMS 
(see education tab), patient provided CCMS specimen during visit, performed UA (see order 
entry tab), Drew 4mL whole blood from right AC using syringe method and transferred into gold
top tube. Specimen needed: 0.5mL serum for CMP. 

A: Patient tolerated procedures well; provider found no issues upon physical examination.
