Course Catalogue Description: The Applied Lesson consists of private instruction in the 
student’s major instrument.  Weekly assignments consist of solo literature with emphasis on 
technique, interpretation, and style.  Instruments are designated by suffix: B-brass, D-percussion,
P-piano, S-strings, V-voice, W-woodwind. (Prerequisite: Music Majors only)

1. Perform contrasted repertoire of various composers with accurate rhythmic execution, 
musicality, phrasing, and dynamic contrast;  
2. Master technical and foundational skills for performing their primary instrument; including 
sight reading and;
3. Perform a jury at the end of the semester.

Method of Instruction: 

The applied lesson will be an instructor driven online course with weekly assignments to be 
completed at the individual pace of each student. Each student will have a 1-on-1 synchronous or
asynchronous virtual lesson with his or her applied instructor each week. An occassional  
synchronous or asynchronous meeting for all applied studnets as a studio class will be scheduled 
at  the discretion of the instructor.

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Special Student Services:

Class Attendance: 

Course Log-in - As an online course, it is imperative that participants remain current with the 
course work and assignments.  Failure to do so could result in poor performance and disrupt the 
collaborative nature of the course.  Therefore, it is expected that each participant will log-in to 
the course a minimum of two (2) times per week to complete assignments and or participate in 
online discussions.

Virtual Group Meetings – There will be approximately 2 or 4 mandatory meetings for studio 
class that each participant must attend.  It is important that, as a group, we come together to 
assess our progress and plan future steps.  While it will be difficult to schedule times convenient 
for all participants, we will do our best to find a common time and use that time wisely.  
Participants are also encouraged to schedule private work sessions with the Instructor as needed. 
These should not, however, replace attendance at the regularly scheduled weekly lessons.  
Meeting dates and times will be posted to the course calendar.

Students  may  secure  an  official  excuse  for  class  absences  caused  by  school  sponsored
extracurricular  activities,  personal  illness,  death  in  family,  severe  family  illness,  and  court
summons (not incarceration). Excuses may be obtained in the Office of Student Affairs in the
Administration  Building,  Room  100.  Satisfactory  documentation  is  required.  Satisfactory
documentation must be in the form of an “official” document of the issuing agency. That is, an
official seal, letterhead and signature must appear on the document. Absolutely no copies will be
accepted as satisfactory documentation. Any evidence of alteration of an official document will
not  be  accepted,  and  the  student  may  be  subject  to  the  appropriate  disciplinary  actions  if
alteration  of  the  official  document  is  proved.  (Notes  from  relatives,  friends,  etc.,  are  not
accepted as "official" documentation for absences.) The Student Health Center is delegated to
issue excuses to students who receive services from the Student Health Center staff based on the
students’ health assessment.
