Moses’ Relationship to God, his responsibility to the Israelites, his sins the consequences,

and death.  As we unfold Moses and God’s relationships, you will be in awe, take a deep sigh, 

and wipe a few tears. Of course, the very first thing you and I do in relationships with or getting 

to know someone, we first know them by their name. God said, “And the Lord said to Moses, “I 

will do the very thing you have asked, because I am pleased with you and I know you by your 

name.” (Exodus 33:17). The verses that exceeds them all informing and highlighting to Moses of

his relationship with God is found in Exodus 33:19-23. Knowing Moses by name and expressing 

the work He will do for and through Moses. Only Moses holds the title of knowing God face to 

face according to Deuteronomy 34:10. Oh, what an awesome relationship, just to know God face

to face, I could only imagine the thoughts, and feelings of Moses. God had an assignment for 

Moses to carry out as an aspiring leader with full pledge life responsibilities to perform with and 

on behalf of the Israelites. Moses’ responsibilities were full of details and challenges, one of the 

challenges were his experience of not being able to speak fluent, but God didn’t allow Moses to 

fold within and be silent. God said, “Now go; I will help you speak and will teach you what to 

say.” (Exodus 4:12, The Jeremiah Study Bible) Moses was apart of so many wonderful events 

before going further I want to rewind and remind you the burning bush experience in Exodus 

3:1-3 is when and where Moses offered all his excuses to God. Although he offered excuses God 

continues to call him to the leadership role over the Israelites in carrying them to the Promise 

Land. His Responsibility to the Israelites from God are as follows: To confront Pharaoh to 

release the Hebrews in Exodus 3:10, to give the Hebrews the Ten Commandments in Exodus 

3:12, To delegate authority to others in Exodus 18:13, and to have the Hebrews to build God a 

Tabernacle in Exodus 25:8-9. 
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 His Sins and Consequences were of the following: Anger, Moses’ sin was furious with the 

children of Israel. His consequences, Moses will not enter into the Promise Land. Disobedience, 

Moses was asked to speak to the rock, but he smote the rock twice in Numbers 20:8.  The 

consequences God will not bring them into the land I give you in Numbers 20:12. Moses sin of 

transgression, he went too far and sinned against God Numbers 14:41. Consequences verse 45 

they came under attack and got beaten all the way to Hormah. This sin lets us know that God has 

no respect of person. Moses dishonored God in Deuteronomy 32:48-52. The consequences were 

in verse 52, you will see the land from a distance. His Death, Moses’s death can be read in 

Deuteronomy 34:1-12. We read also in Deuteronomy 34:5, “And Moses the servant of the Lord 

died there in Moab, as the Lord had said.” His burial was in Moab, in the valley opposite Beth 

Peor, but to this day no one knows where his grave is. Deuteronomy 34:6 Moses was a hundred 

and twenty-years old when he died. Joshua was Moses’ successor.
