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Assignment 7D:

From the Book of Exodus:

The tabernacle consisted of two chambers—the Holy of Holies and the Holy Place.

In one paragraph each, describe the following and give the Scripture references.

1. The Holy of Holies –This is where Man met God. Located in the Holy Place of the 
tabernacle. The inner room was called the Holy of Holies, or the Most Holy Place. It 
was constructed in a perfect cube. The Ark of the Covenant was the only thing in it. 
This was the symbol of Israel’s special relationship with God. The Holy of Holies was
only accessible to the high priest of Israel. This was once a year, on Yom Kippur, the 
Day of Atonement. The high priest entered the small windowless enclosure to burn 
incense and sprinkle the blood of a sacrificial animal on the mercy seat of the Ark. By
doing this, the high priest atoned for his own sins and those of the people. The Holy 
of Holies was separate from the rest of the tabernacle by the veil, a huge, heavy drape 
made of fine linen and blue, purple and scarlet yarn and embroidered with gold 
cherubim. Scripture: Exodus 26:33,34; Leviticus 16:2, 16, 17, 20, 23,27, 33; 1 Kings 
6:16, 7:50, 8:6; 1 Chronicles 6:49; 2 Chronicles 3:8, 10, 4:22, 5:7; Psalm 28:2; 
Ezekiel 41:21, 45:3; Hebrews 9:1, 8, 12, 25, 10:19, 13:11.

2. The Holy Place – This was part of the tabernacle tent, a room where priest conducted 
rituals to honor God. When God gave Moses instructions on how to build the desert 
tabernacle, he ordered that the tent be divided into two parts: a larger, outer chamber 
call the Holy place measured 30 feet long, 15 feet wide, and 15 feet high. The 
consisted of the tabernacle tent was a beautiful veil made of blue, purple, and scarlet 
yarn, hung from five golden pillars. Scriptures: Exodus 28-31; Leviticus 
6,7,10,14,16,24:9; Hebrews 9:2.

 
3. The Table -Made of acacia wood and overlaid with gold. This wood speaks of Jesus’ 

humanity and the gold of His deity Jesus the God -man. The bread that was place on 
the table represents God’s presence in our lives. The actual Hebrew wording is the 
“bread of the Face.” It symbolizes Jesus’ presence. His life, we live because He lives.
Scriptures: Exodus 25:23-30, 26:35, 35:13, 37:10-16; Hebrews 9:2

4. The Lampstand –The gold lampstand speaks of the one who revealed the Father to us.
While bronze symbolizes sin, gold speaks of deity. Jesus the light giver (Matthew 
11:27). He is the light of men. The light was to burn perpetually. Today Jesus is not 
here in body but His Word is. By reading and studying it we receive spiritual light. 
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Scriptures: Exodus 25:31-39, 26:35, 30:27, 31:8, 35:14, 37:7-24, 39:37, 40:4, 24; 
Leviticus 24:4; Numbers 3:31, 4:9, 8:2-4; 2 Chronicles 13:11; Hebrews 9:2. 

5. Altar of Incense –The gold altar of incense represents the intercession and the 
memorial of Jesus. While the golden lampstand was to burn perpetually, the bread of 
the Presence was to be replaced every Sabbath. The incense was to be burned every 
morning and evening. Blood was applied to this altar on the Day of Atonement. Jesus 
is our mediator according to 1 Timothy and Hebrews. Scriptures: Exodus 30:17, 31:8;
1 Chronicles 6:49, 28:18; 2 Chronicles 26:16; Luke 1:11; Revelation 8:3, 9:13.
 

6. Bronze Basin –The bronze laver was filled with water, and its base was made from 
the women’s mirrors of highly polished bronze (Exodus 38:8). This is a great picture 
of a person who trusts Jesus for the forgiveness of shins. The laver symbolizes our 
cleansing from sin. Once we ae forgiven of our sins, God starts changing us to make 
us truly holy as He is holy (Phil. 2:12-13; 1 Pet. 1:16). Scriptures: Exodus 30:18-28; 
31:9, 35:16, 38:8, 39:39, 40:11, 40:30; Leviticus 8:11.

 
7. Altar for Burned Offerings -It was made of shittim wood, and was overlaid with 

brass. In each of its four corners projections, called “horns” (keranot), rose up. The 
altar was hollow, except for a mesh grate which was placed inside halfway down, on 
which the wood sat for the burning of the sacrifices. (Exodus 27:1-8)
