2 Kings 17:15-17 expresses the sins of Israel 
against the Lord: Israel broke the Law, they 
worshiped other gods, burned their children as 
offerings, they used divination as part of their 
godless lifestyle.

2 Kings 17:18 expresses the progression of 
punishment from the Lord: He was angry with Israel 
and removed Israel out of his sight. Only the tribe of
Judah was left (a remnant). They were made 
servants in Assyria. Note: Also, Israel Judgment 
does back to Moses warning in Deuteronomy 
28:62-65
