Romans 1:20 

The author begins his discussion on this verse by breaking down the difference 

between the word certain and the word probable. Certain means that there is enough 

evidence for certainty of a belief. Probable means a level of evidence that makes it 

probable to believe even if you are not one hundred percent certain. When discussing 

Romans 1:20 the author states that general revelation is so clear and there is such an 

abounding amount of evidence that belief in God goes beyond probability and enters 

into certainty. The verse talks about how each person should be able to look at creation 

and know that there is a God. They are both saying the same thing in a different way but

the bottom line is that if we do not believe it is not because there is a lack of proof. 

Creation provides all the evidence needed and if don't believe we are without excuses. 

At first glance I viewed repressed revelation in a way that I would usually use the 

word repressed. That like a repressed thought they were hiding their belief for God 

somewhere in there without even knowing it. To some degrees I think this works the 

same way but often the unbeliever represses belief by being more and more 

disobedient to God. The hang up that the unbeliever has with God is not an intellectual 

one as he thinks but it is an ethical one as the author says. He finds reasons 

subconsciously to deny the existence of God because he cannot and will not live up to 

the standards God has set for them. So when we try to share the gospel with 

unbelievers we are not just simply trying to give them knowledge but something that will 

get them to bring their subconscious belief to a conscious belief.
