PURPOSE OF MEDICATION

Expected Pharmacological Action Therapeutic Use

Promotes the breakage of DNA strands by
inhibiting DNA-gyrase in susceptible

Treats the symptoms of various bacterial
infections.

organisms, which inhibits the relaxation of
supercoiled DNA.

Complications

nausea, constipation, diarrhea, headache, dizziness, and
trouble sleeping.

Contraindications/Precautions

Diabetes, joint/tendon problems (tendonitis, bursitis),
kidney disease, mental/mood disorders (depression), a
certain muscle condition (myasthenia gravis), nerve
problems (peripheral neuropathy), seizure disorder, blood
vessel problems (aneurysm or blockage of the aorta)

Interactions

contain iron, calcium, zinc, or magnesium; sucralfate,
didanosine, nonsteroidal anti-inflammatory drugs
(NSAIDs), and warfarin.

Evaluation of Medication Effectiveness

Treatment of infections of the lungs, airways, skin, urinary
tract, and ears.
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Medication Administration

Infuse over 60 mins (250mg or
500mg), or over 90 mins
(750mg)

Drink plenty of fluids while using
this med.

Nursing Interventions

crystalluria, signs and
symptoms of tendonitis,
disordered glucose regulation,
altered mental status, white
blood cells, and signs of
infections.

Client Education

Take levofloxacin with water, at the
same time each day. Drink extra fluids
to keep your kidneys working properly
while taking this medicine. You may
take levofloxacin tablets with or
without food. Take levofloxacin oral
solution (liquid) on an empty stomach,
at least 1 hour before or 2 hours after
a meal.
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
