	Indications: removal of gastric contents to prevent or relieve distention, nausea, and vomiting 
	Outcomes/Evaluation: takes food by mouth without n/v, gains 1/2 pound while recieveing tube feedings, gets food by mouth without aspiration of stomach contents in the airway, stools are formed
	Client Education: oral care q2hrs, keep in upright angle high fowlers, tabe tube to nose, face, or gown, administer feeding at room temperature 
	Potential Complications: discomfort, mouth dryness, occlusion of NG tube or obstruction
	Description of Skill: The insertion of an NG tube is to manage gastrointestinal dysfunction and provide nutrition enterally through the tube 
	Nursing Interventions: apply water-soluble lubricant to the nares as necessary, assess color of drainage, rinse mouth with water, oral hygiene q shift, irrigate tube per protocol, use water with enteral feeding 
	Nursing Interventions (pre, intra, post): explain procedure, review history and physical, hand hygiene, get equipment set up, ascultate bowel sounds, put in high fowlers, assess nares, gloves, aspirate, secure NG tube, maintain NG tube and remove with gloves, measure and document drainage, color, consitancy and odor, Ensure comfort, Doucument care
