	Description of Skill: NG tubes are inserted for various reasons, diagnosis, management, and treatment of gastrointestial problems. They provide enternal nutrition via NG. 
	Nursing Interventions: Oral care q2hr 

Assess color and drainage when assessing PH 

Asses PH before starting bolus 

Irrigate tube to make sure there are no blockages 

Flush tube before and after feedings 

Administer feedings room temp 

Wipe down top of formula can with alcohol wipe before administering 
	Nursing Interventions (pre, intra, post): Pre: Hand hygiene, provide information about procedure, verify name and DOB, gather all equipment, position client in proper position 45 degrees, provide cup of water to drink while NG is being inserted, provide a basin in case of emesis, and wash cloth to put over clothes. 

Intra: Measure the NG tube the distance needed to insert, make sure patient is in right position and lub the tip of the NG and insert. Encourage the client to drink the water while inserting the tube. If resistance do not force, try again. 

Post: Once the NG is inserted check PH to make sure the tube is in the right place. Maintain patency and flush NG tube. Monitior for any abnormalities
