	Outcomes/Evaluation: Decreased nausea and vomiting, proper nutrition needs met, stool formation, takes food PO without aspiration of conents.
	Client Education: Teach about procedure itself and why the patient is recieving the insertion, oral care, room temperature feedings, use tape to secure to face area, remain upright.
	Potential Complications: discomfort during insertion and while placed, dry nose/mouth, tube blockage, irritation of nares or stomach structure. 
	Description of Skill: NG tubes are inserted to manage/correct any GI dysfunctions and to provide enteral nutrition.
	Nursing Interventions: maintain HOB elevated, assess drainage from NG aspiration, apply lubricant abournt nose for comfort and easy insertion, provide mouth care as needed, make sure tube is patent at all times.
	Nursing Interventions (pre, intra, post): Explain procedure, review order, set up necessary equiptment at bedsdie, high fowlers position, assess nares, don gloves, make sure correctt placement achieved, aspirate contents and record charactersitics in documentaion.
