	Nursing Interventions (pre, intra, post): pre: semi fowlers position; ensure tube placement; check patency; flush tube with 30-60 ml of water 

during: administer at room temperature and infise slowly 

After: flush tube, maintian semi fowlers postion to prevent aspiration for at least 30-60 mins after.
