	Therapeutic Use: alters pain perception, emotional response to pain
	Complications: sedation, decreased BP (orthostatic hypotension), diaphoresis, facial flushing, constipation, dizzy, drowsy, N/V, allergic reaction, dyspnea

respiratory depression, muscle flaccidity, seizures
	Contraindications/Precautions: contra: acute/severe asthma, GI obstruction, known paralytic ilius, use of MAOI, severe respiratory depression

extreme caution: COPD, hypoxia, cor pulmonale, hypercapnia, head injury, IICP, severe hypotension

cautions: biliary tract infection, pancreatitis, addison's, CV disease, morbid obesity, elderly, hypothyroidism, seizure disorder, dependency
	Interactions: alcohol, other CNS depressants, MAOI

herbals: sedative properties
	Evaluation of Medication Effectiveness: pain level decreases
	Expected Pharmacological Action: bind with opioid receptors within the CNS, inhibits ascending pain pathways
	Nursing Interventions: assess pain PQRST

VS prior and q5mins after admin (RR and BP)

monitor UO and BM


	Medication Administration: IV: 0.1-1mg/ml in D5W, administer very slowly

2.5-5mg q3-4hr or 1-2mg q1h

	Client Education: change positions slowly (orthostatic hypotension)

avoid tasks requiring alertness

avoid ETOH/ CNS depressants

report ineffective pain control, constipation, and urinary retention
