Complications Medication Administration

chills; mild fever. season)

Adverse effects: pain/tenderness at injection site; myalgia; erythema at
injection site; arthralgia; urticaria [hives]; anaphylaxis

Contraindications/Precautions

Contraindications: Server allergic reaction (anaphylaxis) to
any component of vaccine , )
Nursing Interventions
Precautions: shoulder injury related to vaccine -Monitor for hypersensivity and
administration; syncope side effects of vaccine
-Give patient the vaccine

Interactions

Drug: Acetaminophen; Anti-CD20 B-cell depleting
therapies, Corticosteroids, Elivaldogene Autotemcel,
Fingolimod, Immunosuppresents, Methotrexate,
Siponimod, Teplizumab

Client Education
