PURPOSE OF MEDICATION

Expected Pharmacological Action
Pneumococcal disease prevention

Therapeutic Use

Active immunization for prevention of

invasive disease caused by Streptococcus
pneumoniae sterotypes contained in the

vaccine.

Complications
Side effects: Feeling tired or weak; headache; mild fever; chills; decreased appetite;
throwing up; muscle or joint pain; pain, redness, or swelling where the shot was given;
trouble moving arm where vaccine was given.

Adverse effects: chills, drowsiness, fatigue, headache, insomnia, irritability, skin rash,

decreased appetite, erythema at injection site, swelling, and tenderness at injection site,

arthralgia, decreased ROM, myalgia, fever, urticaria, diarrhea, vomiting

Contraindications/Precautions
Containdications: Anaphylaxis

Precautions: Anaphylactiod/hypersensitivity; shoulder
injury related to vaccine administration; syncope; acute
illness, asplenia, bleeding disorders, antipyretics

Interactions

Drug: Acetaminophen, Anti-CD 20 B-cell Depleting therapies,
Corticosteroids, Cladribine, Elivaldogene Autotemcel, Fingolimod,
Immunosuppressants, Meningococcal Conjugate Vaccine,
Methotrexate, Pneumococcal Polysaccharide Vaccine, Propacetamol,
Siponimod, Teplizumab

Evaluation of Medication Effectiveness

Monitor for hypersensitivity and syncope for 15 mins
following admin.
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Medication Administration

IM: 0.5 mL one time dose

Nursing Interventions

Administer vaccine

Monitor for hypersensitivity and
syncope 15 mins following
injection

Client Education

-Educate patients that side effects may
occur; these side effects inlcude:
feeling tired or weak, headache, mild
fever, chills, decreased appetite,
muscle soreness, redness or swelling.
-Notify provider if you experience any
of the side effects
