	Therapeutic Use: Active immunization against influenza disease caused by influenza virus subtypes A & B contained in the vaccine in people 18 and older 
	Complications: Tenderness at injection site, fatigue, headache, myalgia, nausea, fever, chills, arthralgia, allergic reaction 
	Contraindications/Precautions: Contraindications = Severe allergic reaction



Precaustions = Shoulder injury related to vaccine administration, syncope, bleeding and hematoma from those with bleeding disorder 
	Interactions: Acetaminophen, Anti-CD20 B-Cell depleting therapies, Corticosteriods, elivaldogene autoemcel (enhance adverse/toxic effects), fingolimod, immunosuppressants, siponimod, teplizumab may diminish the theraputic effects of the influenza virus vaccine
	Evaluation of Medication Effectiveness: Have antibody protection within 2 weeks 
	Expected Pharmacological Action: Promotes immunity to seasonal influenca virus by inducing specific antibody producation
	Nursing Interventions: Monitor for most common side effects, pain at injection site, headache, fatigue, myalgia and malaise 



- Monitod for hypersensitivity and syncope for 15 minutes 
	Medication Administration: IM = 0.5 mL/dose , 1 dose per season
	Client Education: Inform the client on that the drug is to prevent the flu, the different side effects 



- if having a severe allergic reaction contact provider or seek emergency attention
