	MEDICATION: Acetaminophen (Tylenol or paracetamol)

	CATEGORY CLASS: Central analgesic (antipyretic)
	Therapeutic Use: Reduces fever, and mild to moderate pain and headache relief
	Complications: Side effects (rare)- hypersensitivity reaction

Adverse effects- fatigue, N&V, hyoptension, atelectasis, pulmonary edema, anxiety, anaphylaxis, hypertension, abdominal pain, hemolytic anemia (long term use)
	Contraindications/Precautions: Contraindication - Hypersensitivity to acetaminophen, sever hepatic impairment, or severe active liver disease



Precaution - Sensitivity to acetaminophen; severe renal impairment, alcohol dependency, hepatic impairment or active hepatic disease, chronic malnutrition
	Interactions: Drug - Alcohol (chronic use), hepatotoxic meds. -> may increase risk of hepatotoxicity with prolong high dose use., dasatinib, probenecid -> increase concentration/effect

Food - may decrease absorption rate 

Lab values - increase serum ALT, AST, bilirubin, prothrobin levels
	Evaluation of Medication Effectiveness: Relief if pain and a reduction in fever
	Expected Pharmacological Action: Analgesic - activates descending serotonergic inhibitory pathways in CNS 



Antipyretic - Inhibits hypothalamic heat-regulating center
	Nursing Interventions: - Monitor renal function 

- asses for fever

- Asses LFT in pts with chronic use, or history of helaptic impairment , alcohol abuse 
	Medication Administration: PO = 325- 650 mg q4-6hrs, Maximum - 3,250mg/day, extra strength - 1,000mg q6 hr, max:3,000mg/day, ER- 1,300mg q8 hr, max: 3,900mg/day
	Client Education: - tablets may be crushed or swallowed whole  

- extended release should not be broken, chewed, crushed, or split

- Instruct the pt. to not go over recommended dose since it can cause liver damage

- Teach pt. about signs of hepatotoxicity(bleeding, easy briusing, and malaise)
