PURPOSE OF MEDICATION

Expected Pharmacological Action

Binds to bacterial cell wall membrane,
inhibits cell wall synthesis

Therapeutic Use

Treatment of suscptible infection due to
gram-negative aerobic organisms/ infections

caused by bacteria

Complications

Side effects - Discomfort with IM administation, mild diarrhea, mild abdominal cramping,
vaginal thrush (Frequently), Nausea, serum sickness-like reaction such as fever, joint
pain (Occasionally), allergic reaction

Adverse effects - Antibiotic associated colitis, abdominal cramping, severe watery
diarrhea, fever may result from alter bacteria balance in Gl tract, pt. with penicillin
allergy are at increased risk for developing a severe hypersensitivity reaction

Contraindications/Precautions

Contraindications - History of hypersensitivity/
anaphylactic reaction to this med.

Precaution- Hepatic impairment, history of Gl tract(esp.
ulcerative colitis, antibiotic associated colitis), History of
penicillin allergy

Interactions

Drug - Probenecid (increase concentration/effect), calcium
salts(increase adverse effects)

Lab values - increase serum BUN, alkaline phosphatase,
bilirubin, creatinine, LDH, ALT, AST

Evaluation of Medication Effectiveness

- decreased signs and symptoms of infection
- vital signs return to normal

IV/IM = 1-2g q12-24 hr,
