a. _Yes, my patient did have abnormal blood work but the priority finding that I 
think is important is his hemoglobin levels. This is because that is the carrier of 
our oxygen and carbon dioxide and with it being low his body is not able to 
receive an adequate amount of oxygen to his organs. The Hemoglobin can range 
from 14-18_

3) Did your patient have any abnormal clinical diagnostic tests? If so, what were they and 
what was the abnormal finding? What can that indicate?

a. _Yes, the chest Xray was abnormal. It showed left side pleural effusion in the 
lower lung fields. Then previously that morning it showed hyperinflation of 
bilateral lung fields and a flattened diaphragm (characteristics of atelectasis in 
bilateral bases). Abnormal area od density present in left lung base suspicious of 
pneumonia. _

4) What were some of the teaching topics covered in the scenario? Why were they important
to the care of this patient?

a. _The nurse educated him on the antibiotic he would receive and side effects to 
report. It was important to include because he does have an allergy to an 
antibiotic, and this is getting infused right into the blood stream so the side effects
may be fast acting. _

b. __During discharge teaching they all watched a video on his metered dose 
inhaler, so he knows exactly how to use it. This is important to help keep his 
airways open since he has been complaining of SOB___

c. _was educated on why the ceftriaxone had to be stopped, it was important for this 
patient because of the allergy he already has and the reaction that he had to it _
