	Evaluation of Medication Effectiveness: Decreased reported pain level. 
	Expected Pharmacological Action: Binds with opioid receptors w/in the CNS, causing inhibition of ascending pain pathway; alters perception of and emotional response to pain. 
	Nursing Interventions: -Assess baseline VS; especially RR

-Monitor BM

-Monitor pain level

-Screen for drug abuse/misuse
	Medication Administration: PO: 5-10 mg q4-6h PRN initially; range: 5-15 mg q4-6h

Maximum: 5 mg/dose
	Client Education: -May cause drowsiness

-Avoid tasks that require alertness, avoid alcohol

- May be habit forming

-Swallow medication whole

-Report constipation

-Report if pain is relieved
