PURPOSE OF MEDICATION

Expected Pharmacological Action

Binds to bacterial cell membranes inhibits
cell wall synthesis

Complications

diarrhea, abdominal cramping, nausea, fever, joint pain,
allergic reaction, thrombophlebitis (injection site)

Contraindications/Precautions

hypersensitivity/anaphylactic reaction
not with calcium containing 1V solutions
history of GI disease

Interactions

Probenecid may increase excretion
Calcium salts increase adverse/toxic effects

reduction of signs and symptoms of infection
