PURPOSE OF MEDICATION

Expected Pharmacological Action

Binds with and activates opiod receptors in
the brain and spinal cord to produce
analgsia and euphoria

Complications

Frequent- dizziness, hypotension, orthostatic hypo
tension, anorexia

Occasional- confusion, urinary retention, constipation, dry
mouth and headache

Contraindications/Precautions

Contraindications-Hypersensitivity to morphine sulfate or
components

Acute or severe bronchial asthma

Urinary retention, paralytic ileus, respiratory depression

Interactions

Drugs-Anticholinergics — severe constipation which can
lead to urinary retention antidepressants in additive
effects increasing risk of coma, hypotension. Respiratory
depression, sedation and death

Evaluation of Medication Effectiveness

Assess for pain on a numerical scale 0-10
asses vital signs
