Binds/activates to opioid receptors at sites in

Management of severe pain
Alters pain percetption/emotional response to

Medication Administration

Confusion, Nausea and vomitting, Dizzines, Constipation 4 mg IVP Q 3hr PRN pain > 6
Fatigue, Troubled breathing, Depression, chest/abdominal Admin slowly

Contraindications/Precautions

Hypersensitvity to morphine
Hypotension (low BP)
Hyperalgesia (severe pain)
Asthma
