PURPOSE OF MEDICATION

Expected Pharmacological Action Therapeutic Use
Binds with opioid receptors within CNS, Alters pain perception, emoitional response
inhibiting ascending pain pathways to pain

Complications Medication Administration

Sedation decreased BP, RR, flushing, dizziness,
drowsiness, NV, confusion, cold/clammy skin

Contraindications/Precautions

Hypersensitivty

Asthma . .

Severe respiratory depression Nursing Interventions

Paralytic illeus Assess for decreased BP and

Pts with respiratory problems RR, bowel actiivty, VS 5-10 min
after IV admin 15-30 after
subQ/IM

Interactions

Alcohol and CNS depressants may increase effect
may increase serum amylase and lipase

Client Education

Change position slowly
Avoid alcohol or other CNS

Evaluation of Medication Effectiveness depressants
Assess for pain relief Avoid tasks that requite
