CATEGORY cLAss Opioid agonist (Schedule I1)

PURPOSE OF MEDICATION

Expected Pharmacological Action

Binds w/ opioid receptors in the CNS
inhibiting ascending pain pathways

Complications

Side effects: N/V, sedation, decrease BP, diaphoresis, facial flushing,

constipation, dizziness, allergic reaction, paralytic ileus

Adverse effects: Respiratory depression, skeletal muscle faccidity,
cold/clammy skin, stupor or coma, tolerance and dependence

Contraindications/Precautions

Contraindications: Hypersensitivity to morphine, acute or severe
asthma, Gl obstruction, paralytic ileus, concurrent use w/ MAOIs,
severe respiratory depression

Precautions: COPD, cor pulmonae, hypoxia, head injury, increased
ICP, severe hypotension

Interactions

Drug: Alcohol, other CNS depressants, MAOIs
Herbals: Chamomile, kava kava, valerian (those w/
sedative properties)

Food: None

Lab values: May increase serum amylase, lipase

Relief/management of acute pain

Medication Administration

2.5-5 mg Q3-4 hrs PRN

*Antidote: Naloxone

Nursing Interventions

-Monitor VS (hold if RR <12);
reassess 15-30 mins after
administration

-Monitor for signs of constipation
-Assess pain before admin and
reassess 15-30 mins after admin

Client Education

-Change positions slowly to
avoid orthostatic hypotension
-Avoid alcohol

-Tolerance or dependence may
occur w/ prolonged use
