	Complications: Side effects: diarrhea, nausea, abdominal pain, dizziness, drowsiness, HA; opthalamic burning, discomfort, crystals, foreign body sensation
	Contraindications/Precautions: Contraindications: hypersensitivity to levofloxacin or other fluoroquinolones

Precautions: Known CNS disturbances, seizure disorder, renal impairment, bradycardia, rheumatoid arthritis, DM, elderly, strenuous physical activity
	Interactions: Drug: May decrease therapeutic effect of BCG (intravesical). Antacids decrease absorption. NSAIDs may increase risk of CNS stimulation. 
	Evaluation of Medication Effectiveness: Assess WBC, fever, and s/sx of infection. 
	Expected Pharmacological Action: Inhibits DNA enzyme gyrase in susceptible microorganisms, interfering with bacterial cell replication, repair
	Nursing Interventions: Receive full medication hx, screen for interactions. Obtain baseline ECG. Monitor daily stool pattern and consistency. 
	Medication Administration: IV, PO: 250-750 mg q 24 hr
	Client Education: Report s/sx of allergic reaction such as pruruitus, rash, hives. Be alert for superinfection (n/v, fever, diarrhea). Monitor for muscle weakness. It is essential to finish full abx.
