This establishes the client’s history and health concerns. It also allows you to access the 

clients current health status and communicate goals and care plans 

2. What assessment technique requires observation? 

Data Collection: we gather information with our senses at any point where interaction 

occurs 

3. What type of sounds will you hear with the diaphragm of a stethoscope? 

You should hear bronchial, bronchovesicular, and vesicular. As well as a wheeze, 

rhonchi, stridor, or pleural friction rub 

4. When palpating a client, you should use what side of the fingers? 

Palm side
