	CATEGORY CLASS: pneumococcal 21-valent conjucate vaccine
	Therapeutic Use: Interventions for community-acquired pneumonia focus on restoring normal physiologic functioning and preventing death. Community-acquired pneumonia refers to any pneumonia that does not develop during hospitalization or within 48 hours after discharge.
	Complications: hypersensitivity reactions: Immediate treatment 

Shoulder injury related to vaccine administration: Vaccine administration that is too high on the upper arm may cause shoulder injury
	Contraindications/Precautions: Severe allergic reaction (eg, anaphylaxis) to pneumococcal vaccine, any component of the formulation, or any diphtheria toxoid-containing vaccine
	Interactions: Acetaminophen: May diminish the therapeutic effect of Vaccines. 

Dinutuximab Beta: May diminish the therapeutic effect of Vaccines

Fingolimod: May diminish the therapeutic effect of Vaccines 
	Evaluation of Medication Effectiveness: see chest ultasound, if patient feels better after 1-3days antibiotic.
	Expected Pharmacological Action: Prevent and/or minimize complications, such as respiratory distress or failure, and sepsis or septic shock.

Restore normal physiologic functioning to optimize gas exchange.

Control infection.

Support nutrition.

Promote emotional well-being, effective coping, and improved quality of life.


	Nursing Interventions: vital signs

chest ultrasound
	Medication Administration: IM: 0.5 mL as a single dose

Shake well prior to use. Do not use if a homogenous white suspension does not form. Administer IM in the deltoid muscle. Use proper injection technique in the deltoid muscle 

Do not mix with other vaccines or injections
	Client Education: Including disease pathophysiology, potential complications, risk factors for complications

Lifestyle changes, such as smoking cessation, following a healthy diet, and avoiding acutely ill persons in public places

Safety, including adhering to medication regimen and receiving a pneumococcal vaccine
