Complications Medication Administration
Erthema at injection site, fatigue, headache, diarrhea, Administer SubQ or IM, never
chills, fever administer via IV. Inject into

Deltoid, no more than 1.5 mL

Contraindications/Precautions

Server allergic reaction, shoudler injury related to
injection, Syncope . .

Nursing Interventions
Check temperature q 4 hours,
monitor for hypersensitivity and
syncope for 15 minutes after
administration, offer frequent
bathroom breaks to prevent
falls, if patient has chills offer
Acetaminophen, Telizumob, Siponimod, Methotrexate, frequent blankets or warm
Immunosuppresants, Fingolimod, Corticosteriods blankets
