	Therapeutic Use: Prepares body for seasonal influenza periods in effort to avoid illness 
	Complications: Bruising at injection site, fatigue, headache, fever, Myalgia, chills, chest tightness  
	Contraindications/Precautions: Servere allergic reaction to any componet of formula, shoulder injury from injection, Syncope, Oculorespiratory syndrome 
	Interactions: Acetaminophen, Anti-CD20 Depleting Therapies, Corticosteriods, Doxofylline, Fingolimod, Immunosuppresants, Methotrexate, Siponimod
	Evaluation of Medication Effectiveness: Antibody blood test, if patient feels alot of symptoms it's likely the vaccine is effecting them, any sickness or illness during flu season would show ineffectiveness 
	Expected Pharmacological Action: Promote immpunity to influenza by inducing antibody production 
	Nursing Interventions: Monitor for hypersensitivity and Syncope q 4 hours, give warm or cool pad for soreness, encourage rest
	Medication Administration: Administer IM or SubQ 0.5 mL, inject into Deltoid, IM only for ages 16-64, older or younger administer SubQ
	Client Education: Avoid taking tyelonol, encourage rest if fatigued, can apply ice or heating pad for any soreness, if symptoms do not go away contact provider
