PURPOSE OF MEDICATION

Expected Pharmacological Action Therapeutic Use

Active immunization against influenza To prevent the flu

disease caused by influenza virus subtypes
A and type B contained in vaccine

Complications

Side effects: soreness, swelling, tenderness, myalgia
Asverse reactions: burning, numbess, tingling, not able to
move face muscles freely, muscle weakness, seizures,
dizziness, allergic reaction

Contraindications/Precautions
Contraindications: severe hypersensitivity to egg protein or previous
life-threatening reaction from influenza vaccination; hypersensitivity to

eggs
Precautions: Immunosuppressed pts; Guillian-Barre Syndrome;
bleeding disorders; acute iliness, febrile seizures

Interactions

Drug: concnurrent immunosupressants or radiation
therapy may decrease antibody response; other vaccines
in same day; anticoagulant therapy; acetamniophen

Lab: may cause thrombocytopenia

Evaluation of Medication Effectiveness

Monitor signs of allergic reaction: rash, pruitus, laryngeal
edema, wheezing after administration. Keep epinephrine,
an antihistamine, and resuscitation equiptment clsoe by in
case of amaphylactic reaction
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Medication Administration

IM: shake well before
administering single dose, not
exceeding 0.5 mL, and before
withdrawling dose from
multi-dose vial (one her season)
-Do not mix with other vaccines
In same syringe or vial.

Nursing Interventions

-Concurent use
immunosuppressants or
radiation therapy; Hx of egg
allergy, influenza vaccine, and
seizures; ask about pregancy
and/or breastfeeding

Client Education

-Explain purpose of vaccine and
that there are 2 vaccine types:
H1IN1 and seasonal trivalent
-Advise female pt to notify
healthcare professional if
pregnant, planning/sucpected to
be pregnant, or breastfeeding
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
