PURPOSE OF MEDICATION

Expected Pharmacological Action

Using a deactivated or weak version of the
influenza virus to recognize an antigen on the
surface of the virus causing your immune
system to develop antibodies to fight the flu.

Complications

Redness, or pain at the injection site, fever, fatigue, allergic
reaction.

Contraindications/Precautions

Severe allergic reaction, shoulder injuries, _
oculorespiratory, syncope, seizures, bleeding disorders.

Interactions

Acetaminophen, Corticosteroids, Propacetamol

Evaluate if there is any dizziness, nausea, pallor, etc.

Nursing Interventions

Document the vaccine was
administered, have emergency
equipment ready in case of
anaphylactic shock, monitor the
patient for at least 15 minutes.
