CATEGORY CLASS vaccine, Inactivated (Bacterial)

PURPOSE OF MEDICATION

Expected Pharmacological Action

Provide active immunity against invasive
disease caused by Streptococcus
pneumoniae

Complications

-Adverse effects: hypersensitivity, shoulder injury, syncope
-Side effects: pain at injection site, rash, headache,
decreased appetite, fatigue, myalgia, chills, mild fever

Contraindications/Precautions

-Contraindications: allergic reactions

-Precautions: immunosuppressed clients, older adults,
premature infants, bleeding disorders, acute or chronic
illness

Interactions

Drugs: Acetaminophen, Corticosteroids,
Immunosuppressants, Influenza Virus Vaccine, Cladribine
(all may diminish therapeutic effect)

Evaluation of Medication Effectiveness

-Prevention of Streptococcus pneumoniae
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Therapeutic Use

To prevent infections caused by
Streptococcus pneumoniae

Medication Administration

IM: 0.5 mL single dose
Shake well before use
Administer in deltoid muscle

Nursing Interventions

-Administer IM injection using
proper technique
-Monitor for adverse reactions

Client Education

-Educate client of potential side
effects

-Provide instructions on infection
prevention methods

-Tell client that their arm might
be sore at the injection site
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
