PURPOSE OF MEDICATION

Expected Pharmacological Action

Active immunization against influenza
disease.

Complications

-Anorexia

-Bruising at site of injection
-Drowsiness

-Headache

-Irritability

Contraindications/Precautions

-Egg-based IV vaccines: Severe allergic reaction (eg,
anaphylaxis) to a previous dose of any influenza vaccine.
-Shoulder injury is vaccine is administered too high up on
shoulder.

-Syncope

Interactions

Drug: Acetaminophen, immunosuppressants, and
systemic corticosteroids may diminish the therapeutic
effect of Vaccines.

Evaluation of Medication Effectiveness

Patient does not fall ill with the flu for the vaccination
season.
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Therapeutic Use

Prevent the flu.

Medication Administration

IM: injected into deltoid muscle,
typically 5 mL per dose.

Nursing Interventions

-Monitor client for syncope for at
least 15 minutes following
administration.

-Inquire about egg allergies.

Client Education

It is normal to have the following side
affects:

-Pain, redness, swelling, or other
reaction where the injection was given
-Headache

-Muscle or joint pain

-Feeling tired or weak

-Chills
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
