	Evaluation of Medication Effectiveness: - Prevents the influenza virus and lessens the severity of symptoms withthin the virus 
	Expected Pharmacological Action: - promotes immunity to influenza virus by inducing specific anitbodies

-preparations from previous seasons cannot be used the next season
	Nursing Interventions: - 15 min after admin. assess for allergies 

- monitor patient

- discuss benefits and risks for the vaccine
	Medication Administration: Adults:

>65 yrs 

IM: 0.5 mL per dose



<65 yrs

IM: 0.5 mL per high vaccine dose
	Client Education: - discuss side effects and what to report

- make aware that the vaccine is not a cure for the flu

- keep the arm or injection site mobile to prevent soreness 

- discuss that the vaccine only protects for one season and follow up vaccines are needed each season
