	CATEGORY CLASS: Vaccine, inactivated (viral)
	Therapeutic Use: Promotes immunity to seasonal influenza virus by inducing specific antibody production 
	Complications: GI: anorexia, nausea, vomiting 

Local: bruising, erythema, induration, pain, swelling, and tenderness at the injection site 

Nervous System: drowsiness, headache, irritability, uncontrolled crying, chills, shivering 

Respiratory: cough, pharyngitis 
	Contraindications/Precautions: Contraindications: severe allergic reaction to any component of the formulation or history of severe allergic reaction to egg protein 



Precautions: shoulder injurt related to administration, syncope, acute illness, bleeding disorders 
	Interactions: Drug: 

Acetaminphen, immunosuppressants, corticosteriods may dimnish the therapeutic efffect of vaccines 


	Evaluation of Medication Effectiveness: Onset of action - antibody protection within 2 weeks of vaccination 



Monitor for mild side effects (soreness, redness, swelling at the injection site, fever, aches, itching, fatige or headache) 
	Expected Pharmacological Action: Active immunization against influenza disease cause by influenza virus subtypes A and type B contained in the vaccine
	Nursing Interventions: Monitor for hypersensitivity and syncope for 15 minues following administration 



Assess for allergies, previous adverse reactions, bleeding disorders, or immunosuppressed status 
	Medication Administration: IM: 0.5 mL per dose as a single dose (1 dose per season)



Do not mix with other vaccines or injections, seperate needles and syringes should be used for each injection  



Patient should be vaccinated while seated or lying down
	Client Education: Contact provider if discomforting side effect do not go away, important to receive vaccine seasonally to prevent the flu
