	Interactions: Acetaminophen, Immunosuppressants (chemotherapy), Atidarsagene Autotemcal, and Pneumoncoccal Polysaccharide Vaccine.
	Evaluation of Medication Effectiveness: Observe Side Effects, and Check population data on vaccine effectiveness

	Nursing Interventions: Review the patient's medical history and vaccination records. Check for contraindications and potential allergies. Verify the correct vaccine and dosage. Document the administration. Observe the patient for immediate adverse reactions 
	Medication Administration: IM/Sub-Q: Inject into deltoid/lateral midthigh muscle, do not mix with other medications: 0.5 mL, 23-gauge needle. Apply pressure after removing the needle. 
	Client Education: Explain the importance of pneumococcal vaccination. Discuss potential side effects and what to expect post-vaccination. Provide information on the vaccination schedule if multiple doses are required
