	Therapeutic Use: Active immunization of children under 2 years and persons under 50 years who are at increased risk for pneumococcal disease
	Complications: Pain, redness, swelling at the site of injection 
headache, muscle or joint pain, feeling tired or weak, chills
	Contraindications/Precautions: Hypersensitivity reaction, shoulder injury related to administration, syncope 
	Interactions: Acetaminophen, Corticosteroids- may decrease therapeutic effects of vaccine 
	Evaluation of Medication Effectiveness: Monitor for hypersensitivity and syncope for 15 minutes after administration 
	Expected Pharmacological Action:  Inactive bacterial vaccine that induces active immunization to the serotypes contained in the vaccine
	Nursing Interventions: Ask about allergies 
	Medication Administration: IM- Deltoid muscle or lateral midthigh. Do not inject into IV
