	Underlying Principles: If a patient's health literacy level is not determined accurately, then you can be explaining information to them that they do not understand. This can lead to bigger problems such readmission to the hospital for the same problem. 
	Nursing Interventions: Who- You as the provider



When- You are constantly evaulating the patient for need for education throughout their stay. This begins on admission



Why- The patient needs to understand their care to be able to properly care for themselves and their diagnosis outside of the facility



How- Teach backs, constant evaulation of level of understanding, paper sheets with information
