The method PICO which stands for Population, Intervention, Comparison group and Outcome, will need to be brought into use when researching. When researching try to condense your researching by using search limiters. This will help limit the excessive amount of articles about your  topic overwhelming you. Type in the year of publication, the many subjects regarding the topic and the country and language you wish to see the articles published in. 
	Nursing Interventions: The nurse will need to stay up to date on the newest evidence based practice. As well as the newest medical and nursing knowledge. Also come with your PICO question prior to researching.
