PURPOSE OF MEDICATION

Expected Pharmacological Action

Inhibits synthesis of prostaglandins that may
serve as mediators of pain and fever,
primarily in the CNS. Has no significant
anti-inflammatory properties or Gl toxicity.

Complications

hypertension, hypotension, stevens-johson syndrom,
constipation, increased liver enzymes, nausea, vomiting,
renal failiure, muscle spasms, fatigue, headache, dyspnea

Contraindications/Precautions

use cautisously in hepatic disease/ renal disease.
alcoholism. chronic malnutrition. severe hypovolemia.
severe renal impairment.

Interactions

can increase risk of bleeding with warfin. NSAIDs may
increase risk of renal effects. propanolol may decress
metabolism and increase effects. Hepatotoxicity is
additive in alcohol.

325-650 mg every 6 hror1 g
3-4 times daily or 1300 mg
every 8 hr PO

administer with a full glass of
water

advise to look for rashes
