	Medication Administration: PO: 325-650 mg q4-6h 
Max dose 3250 mg/day
Extra strength: 1000 mg/day q6h 
ER: 1300 mg/day
	Client Education: - Avoid alcohol
- Don't take more 4 g/day
- Avoid other medications that contain acetaminophen
- Take with a full glass of water 
- Can be taken w/ or w/o food
