	Therapeutic Use: results in antipyresis. produces analgesic effort 
	Complications: hypersensitivity
toxic reactions: anorexia, nausea, fatigue, vomiting, right upper quadrant tenderness, elevated LFT's 
(antidote- acetylcysteine) 
	Contraindications/Precautions: hypersensitivity, severe hepatic impairment or liver disease, alcohol dependency, chronic malnutrition
	Interactions: alcohol, hepatoxic medication, strong CYP3A4 inducers, may decrease rate of absorption with food, increase serum ALT (alanine transaminase test; liver health), AST (aspartate aminotransferase), bilirubin; prothrombin (clotting time) levels 
	Evaluation of Medication Effectiveness: reduced pain or fever 
	Expected Pharmacological Action: analgesic: activates descending serotonergic inhibitory pathways in CNS
antipyretic: inhibits hypothalamic heat-regulating center 
	Nursing Interventions: assess paint level and location
assess fever if applicable 
discuss any H&P of liver disease or alcohol use 
	Medication Administration: give without regard to food
can crush as long as it is not an extended release
take with full glass of water
suspension: shake well
325-650mg q4-6hr PRN max dose
3,250mg/day unless directed by healthcare provider 
	Client Education: do not take with alcohol
discuss toxicity symptoms
discuss liver failure 
educate on maximum dose
