	Contraindications/Precautions: Hypersensitivity to acetaminophen, severe haptic impairment, severe acute liver disease 
	Interactions: Alcohol, Hepatotoxic medications, Strong CYP3A4 inducers, Dasatinib, Probenecid, may decrease the rate of absorption of food
	Evaluation of Medication Effectiveness: Assess Pain level, Assess VS for signs of relief, ask the patient if they feel any better, Toxic serum level, Therapeutic Serum level
	Expected Pharmacological Action: Activates descending serotonergic inhibitory pathways in the CNS
Antipyretic: Inhibits Hypothalamic heat-regulating center 
	Nursing Interventions: Assess for clinical improvement and relief of pain or fever.
Assess Therapeutic serum level
Assess Toxic Serum level

	Medication Administration: Give without regard to food
Tablets may be crushed 
Do not crush extended-release tablets 
Suspension: Shake well before use, take with full glass of water 
Maximum: 3250 Mg/day 
	Client Education: Take recommended dose for prescribed length of time
Report any severe symptoms that do not relief
