PURPOSE OF MEDICATION

Expected Pharmacological Action

Binds to bacterial cell membranes to inhibit
cell wall synthesis

Complications

Diarrhea
Abdominal Pain
Dizziness
Fever

Dark urine
Itching

Contraindications/Precautions
Contraindications: Hypersensitivity

Therapeutic Use

Stops bacterial infection

Medication Administration

IM/IV: 1-2 grams q12 or q24
hours

Precautions:Hepatic impairment, history of Gl disease,

history of pencillin allergy

Interactions

Drug: Probenecid, Calcium salts

Nursing Interventions

-Assess oral cavity for thrush
-Monitor daily bowel acitivty
-Monitor Is and Os

-Monitor renal function tests and
CBCs

Labs: May increase serum BUN, alkaline phosphate,

bilirubin, creatinine

Evaluation of Medication Effectiveness

Client Education

-Doses should be evenly spaced
-Should be taken for full length
of treatment

-Evaluate CBC for a decrease in white blood cell count -Notify provider of any adverse

(infection is decreasing)
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
