PURPOSE OF MEDICATION

Expected Pharmacological Action

Binds to bacterial cell membranes, indicates
cell wall synthesis

Complications

nausea, allergic reaction, diarrhea, fever, antibiotic
associated colitis, mild abdominal cramping,
nephrotoxicity, dark urine

Contraindications/Precautions

Contraindications: hypersensitivity
Precautions: Hepatic impairment, history of Gl disease,
history of penicillin allergy

Interactions

Drug: Probenecid and calcium salts

Herbal: none  Food: none

Lab: May increase serum BUN, Alkaline phosphate,
bilirubin. creatinine, LDH, ALT, AST. May cause positive
direct/indirect Coombs' test

Evaluation of Medication Effectiveness

Monitor CBC for a decrease in the WBC to determine if
infection is resolving

Asses daily bowel activity and
stool consistency.

Continue antibiotic therapy for
full length of treatment
