	Complications: orthostatic hypotension, flushing, sweating, blurred vision, diplopia, miosis, adrenal insufficiency, constipation, chocking, dry mouth, GI obstruction, n/v, urinary retention, 
	Contraindications/Precautions: hypersensitivity, alcohol products, respiratory depression, paralytic ileus, acute-severe bronchial asthma, postop pain. Caution in Pt with hx of substance abuse, head trauma, renal impairment, hypothyroidism, undiagnosed abdominal pain
	Interactions: drug-drug, pt using MAO inhibitors, additive cns depression with alcohol, antihistamines, sedative/hypnotics, mixed agonist/antagonist analgesics, butorphanol
	Evaluation of Medication Effectiveness: decrease in severity of pain without a significant alteration in level of consciousness
	Expected Pharmacological Action: binds to opiate receptors in the CNS, alters the perception of respond to painful stimuli, general CNS depression
	Nursing Interventions: assess BP, HR, and RR before and periodically after administration.  Assess bowel function routinely
	Medication Administration: PO 5-10mg IR 3-4 hr PRN. may be administered with food or milk to minimize GI irritation.
	Client Education: educate on possible side effects, take as directed, ways to prevent addiction, don't share with others. If you see signs of respiratory depression get medical help ASAP
