PURPOSE OF MEDICATION

Expected Pharmacological Action

binds to opiate receptors in the CNS. Alters
perception of and response to painful stimuli
while producting generalized CNS
depression.

Complications

hypotension, bradycardia, flushing, itching, sweating, blurred vision,
diplopia, miosis, adrenal insufficiency, constipation, n/v, urinary
retension, confusion, sedation, dizziness, dysphoria,headache,
respiratory depression, hypoxemia

Contraindications/Precautions

hypersensitivity, products containing tartrazine, bisulfites, alcohol,
postop painrespiratory depression. Caution in pt with family hx of
substance abuse and mental illness. head trauma, severe renal
impairment, hepatic impairment, seizure disorder,adrenal
insufficiency, prostatic hyperplasia

Interactions

drug-drug, pt receiving MAO inhibitors, benzodiazepines,
CNS depressants, opiods, antipsychotics, general
anesthetics.

Evaluation of Medication Effectiveness

decrease in severity of pain without a significant alteration
in level of consciousness.

Therapeutic Use

decrease in severity of pain.

Medication Administration

continuous infusion 0.8-10mg/hr
preceded by a bolus of 15 mg.
infusion up to 80mg/hr. may be
administered with food or milk
to prevent Gl irritation. D5W,
D10W, 0.9% NacCl, 0.45% NacCl
can be use as diluent.

Nursing Interventions

assess VS, assess medications
already being taken, and
medical history

take med as directed, educate
on side effects, med may cause
drowsiness, or dizziness.
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
