	Therapeutic Use: Decrease severity of pain
	Complications: Hypotension, respiratory depression, confusion, sedation, constipation, n&v, urinary retention, itching, physical & psychological dependence, bradycardia, blurred vision 
	Contraindications/Precautions: Contraindications: hypersensitivity, respiratory depression
Precautions: personal or family hx of substance use or mental illness, head trauma, sever renal or hepatic impairment, seizure disorder, hypothyroidism 

	Interactions: MAO inhibitors, benzodiazepine, CNS depressants (increase sedation, respiratory depression), SSRIs, SNRIs, trazodone, mirtazapine (increased risk of serotonin syndrome), warfarin (increased anticoagulant effects), mixed agonist/antagonist analgesics
	Evaluation of Medication Effectiveness: Decrease in pain severity without significant alteration in LOC or respiratory status
	Expected Pharmacological Action: Binds to opiate receptors in CNS. Altering perception & response to painful stimuli while producing CNS depression 
	Nursing Interventions: - Pain assessment 
- Respiratory status 
- LOC
- Vitals
- Bowel function/pattern 
- Risk for abuse or misuse 
	Medication Administration: IVP: 2-10 mg over 4-5 min, Q 3-4 hr

	Client Education: - Side effects 
- Can cause drowsiness & dizziness (avoid activities such as driving) 
- Potential for abuse/misuse 
- How to give naloxone 
- Risk for constipation 
- S/S of respiratory depression
